We also want to take this opportunity to remind all homeowners that there is a specific process that must be followed when you decide to improve, alter, or add to the exterior of your home or property.   Here’s a brief summary of the process:

APPROVAL PROCESS
· Download the Architectural Review Committee’s Exterior Alteration Application from our website.

· Read the application and the ARC guidelines, which are available in your original Homeowner’s packet or online at our website.

· Complete and submit the application to the ARC by e-mail or regular mail for approval before proceeding with any changes and before signing any contracts with a builder or contractor.

· Once you have a signed and approved ARC application in hand, you can proceed with your alterations or changes.  The ARC will keep in touch through construction to ensure that the project is proceeding as approved.  It is very important that the project be completed by the date approved on the application.

· After completion, the ARC will make a final inspection to ensure that the completed project is in compliance with the approved application and our covenants.

Also remember that the ARC is available by appointment to discuss your plans and help you facilitate the completion of your form; feel free to call or e-mail arc@senecachase.org if you need some help!
